Final Exam 2nd Semester
You have chosen to submit a proposal for a film that you think should be a part of our film studies course.  You and your partner (or not) must decide on a movie that you feel deserves to be shown in any film studies course).  

You must: 


1. Prepare a handout for the day of your presentation that includes the names of the cast, a plot synopsis, and the production team (director, producer, screenwriter, etc.).  Because you have provided the class with this plot summary, you will not have to repeat it during your presentation.  You will be provided with internet websites to help you access older movies.  You MUST CITE ALL INFORMATION.  You must make enough copies for the entire class.


2. Create you own ORIGINAL movie poster similar to the ones that I have as samples.  You must include all the pertinent information such as principal actors, director, producer, studio, even the rating.  


3.  Select a scene of approximately three minutes in length to show to the class that you feel conveys an important aspect/quality/message of this motion picture.  You must screen the scene with me prior to your presentation.  


4. Discuss in what chapter you would include this film (is it a solid representation of Mise-en-scene?  Sound?  Acting?).  Create a list of questions, similar to those that I hand out during certain films.  The questions must revolve not only around the content of the film itself, but also the specific element that is discussed in the chapter to which this film belongs (Please note: using questions from the book, even if they are paraphrased, is not acceptable for this project and that will earn you an automatic F).

5.  Be prepared to present this information in a TEN to FIFTEEN MINUTE presentation.  In this, you will explain your reasons for choosing this film (why is this film important, what would it add, what type of hole does it fill in the class?)


6..  Include at least two secondary sources in your research and include a works cited.
